Confirm or dismiss the statement:

1. Natural human right to respect for its dignity is the key to the system of human
rights and freedoms.

A citizen K. was arrested on suspicion of organizing mass riots and pogroms during a
rally that was held on the occasion of the first May holiday. In order to obtain
testimony from him, the employees of the territorial police department of the national
police forced him to stand for long time with wide legs, supporting the wall with his



hands, depriving him of food, water and sleep, using electric current to obtain
confession.

Question

Give a legal assessment of the actions of law enforcement agencies. What types of ill-
treatment were used, in your opinion, to Mr.K.?

Task 3

During his detention in the temporary detention center, a citizen N. was forced to be
fed. There was no medical report on the necessity of such feeding, nor the mandatory
protocol of this procedure. At the same time to overcome the resistance of the
detainee Mr. N. used such restrictive means as kayds, mouth extender, and also a
rubber tube intended for embedding in the esophagus.

Question

Give a legal assessment of the actions of law enforcement agencies. What is the
difference between torture and other forms of ill-treatment prohibited by the
Convention?

Task 4

A citizen S., being detained in a temporary detention center during a pre-trial
investigation, complained to the administration of the institution about improper
physical conditions of detention. Namely: the overcrowding of the camera in which it
was held (the personal space of a citizen of S. in the cell was 1-2.5 m2); the applicant
only once a week was able to take a shower and wash the laundry; keeping the
applicant in such conditions for a long time. The administration of the temporary
detention center left the complaint without satisfaction, arguing that the conditions of
detention correspond to the applicable norms.

Task 1

The applicants, Hamsiye Kayak and Vedat Kayak, are Turkish nationals who were
born in 1962 and 1989 respectively and live in Elazig (Turkey). They are the mother
and brother of Sedat Kayak, who was stabbed in September 2002 by E.G., an 18-
year-old pupil, in front of the junior school where E.G. was a boarder.

In 2000 and 2001 the director of the school in question had requested the directorate
of national education to fix bars to the windows of the dormitory, emphasising that it
was easy to go in and out. He had also requested the presence of the police to ensure
the pupils’ security when they left at the end of the week and returned after the
weekend, because they had been harassed and blackmailed in front of the school by
gangs of youths.

On 27 September 2002 Sedat Kayak apparently went to the school with some school
friends to visit some of their younger brothers. They got into an argument in the
school playground with E.G. concerning acts of violence that he had allegedly
committed against one of them. In the ensuing dispute E.G. stabbed Sedat Kayak, 150
metres away from the school, with a bread knife that he had stolen from the school
canteen.

In October 2005, E.G. was sentenced to life imprisonment for murder, subsequently
reduced to six years and eight months. On 27 March 2003 the applicants brought
proceedings to engage the liability of the administration but their action was
dismissed on 2 July 2008 on the ground that such liability could not be established.

Task 2

Principal facts

Assya Anguelova is a Bulgarian national, born in 1959 and living in Razgrad.

The case concerned the death of her son, Anguel Zabchekov, aged 17, on 29 January
1996 while in police custody in Razgrad (Bulgaria), following his arrest for attempted
theft.

During the late evening of 28 January 1996 Mr Zabchekov had been drinking alcohol
with family and friends in a bar. They maintain he was in good health and uninjured
when they last saw him between around 10.30 p.m. to just after 11.30 p.m.

Shortly after midnight Mr Zabchekov was seen hanging around cars “doing
something” by people living in a neighbouring apartment block who then alerted an
off-duty police officer, Sergeant Mutafov, who was in the area. Sergeant Mutafov
chased Mr Zabchekov and claimed that Mr Zabchekov fell on his face several times
while trying to run away. Mr Zabchekov was arrested and taken to the police station
just before 1 a.m. Some time after 3 a.m. police officers at the station informed the
officers responsible for the arrest - then on patrol duty - that Mr Zabchekov’s health
was deteriorating. They drove back to the police station to assess the situation and
then drove to the hospital, returning with a doctor and an ambulance. Mr Zabchekov
was taken to the hospital where, at around 5 a.m., the hospital doctor confirmed that
he was dead.

Criminal proceedings were opened to investigate the death. An autopsy carried out on
29 January 1996 established that he had died as the result of a skull fracture, which he
had sustained approximately four to six hours prior to his death. A second report,
based only on documentary evidence, was later submitted, however, which concluded
that Mr Zabchekov’s injury must have taken place at least 10 hours before his death.
On the basis of this report, the investigation was terminated, on the ground that there
was no link between the actions of the police and Mr Zabchekov’s death. The
applicant appealed unsuccessfully. An additional investigation was suspended on the
ground that it was impossible to establish how the injuries had been inflicted.
Complaints



The applicant alleged that her son died after being ill-treated by police officers, that
the police failed to provide adequate medical treatment for his injuries, that the
authorities failed to undertake an effective investigation, that her son’s detention was
unlawful, that she did not have an effective remedy and that there had been
discrimination on the basis of her son’s Roma (Gypsy) origin. She relied on Articles
2, 3, 5, 13 and 14 of the European Convention on Human Rights.

Question

Which decision should be taken by the court about the violation of Article 2?

Task 4

Principal facts

The applicants are Paul and Audrey Edwards, both British nationals. The case
concerns the killing of their son Christopher Edwards, aged 30.

Christopher Edwards, who had been tentatively diagnosed as schizophrenic in 1991,
was arrested on 27 November 1994 and taken to Colchester police station. He had
been approaching young women in the street and making inappropriate suggestions.
He was later remanded in custody in Chelmsford Prison, initially on his own.

On 28 November Richard Linford was placed in the same cell as Christopher
Edwards - cell D1-6 (D landing). Richard Linford had been arrested in Maldon on 26
November 1994 for assaulting his friend and her neighbour. He had a history of
violent outbursts and assaults, including a previous assault on a cell mate in prison.
He had been admitted to mental hospital in 1988, and was subsequently diagnosed as
schizophrenic.



Each cell had an emergency call button, which lit up a green light outside the cell and
activated a buzzer and a red light on a control panel on the landing concerned,
indicating the cell.

At 9 p.m. on 28 November 1994, a prison officer became aware that the buzzer
linked to cell D1-6 was malfunctioning. He did not report the apparent defect. Shortly
before 1 a.m. on 29 November 1994, the prison officer responsible for D landing
heard a buzzer sound, but no red light on D landing control panel. He saw a prison
officer go to check the other landings. Some time later, he heard continuous banging
on a cell door on his landing. On going to investigate he saw the green light on
outside cell D1-6. Officers entered the cell to find that Christopher Edwards had been
stamped and kicked to death. Richard Linford was making continual reference to
being possessed by evil spirits and devils.

Richard Linford was convicted at Chelmsford Crown Court after pleading guilty to
the manslaughter of Christopher Edwards by reason of diminished responsibility. He
is currently at Rampton Special Hospital, diagnosed as suffering from paranoid
schizophrenia. The Coroner’s Inquest was closed, following the conviction.

In July 1995, a private, non-statutory inquiry was commissioned, which issued a
report on 15 June 1998. It concluded that ideally Christopher Edwards and Richard
Linford should not have been in prison and in practice they should not have been
sharing a cell. It found “a systemic collapse of the protective mechanisms that ought
to have operated” to protect Christopher Edwards. It identified a series of
shortcomings, including poor record-keeping, inadequate communication and limited
inter-agency co-operation. The applicants were advised that there were no civil
remedies available to them in the light of the findings of the inquiry and, on 25
November 1998, the Crown Prosecution Service maintained their previous decision
that there was insufficient evidence to proceed with criminal charges.

Complaints: The applicants allege, in particular, that the authorities failed to protect
the life of their son. They rely on Articles 2, 6, 8 and 13 of the Convention.

Question

Which decision should be taken by the court about the violation of Article 2?

Task 5

Principal facts

The applicants, Horia Teodor Sandru, Stefan Raducan, Silvia Benea and Danicla
Grama (married name: Moldovan), are Romanian nationals who were born in 1941,
1959, 1928 and 1974 respectively and live in Timigsoara (Romania). On 16 December
1989 demonstrations against the communist regime broke out in Timisoara. On 17
December 1989, on the orders of Nicolae Ceausescu, President of the Republic,
several high-ranking military officers, including Generals Victor Atanasie
Stanculescu and Mihai Chitac, were sent to Timisoara to re-establish order. There
followed violent repressions which resulted in numerous victims. The first two



applicants and the husband of the third applicant, Mr Trofin Benea, who were taking
part in the demonstrations, were seriously injured by gunshots. The brother of the
fourth applicant, Mr Alexandru Grama, was shot dead. The demonstrations continued
until the fall of the communist regime on 22 December 1989. The above-mentioned
generals rallied to the new authorities and in 1990 and 1991 they became Minister of
Defence and Minister of the Interior respectively.

On 12 January 1990 the military prosecutor’s office opened an investigation into the
repression of the demonstrations. On 29 March 1996 the military prosecutor‘s office
at the Supreme Court of Justice issued a ruling that there was no case to answer; on
an appeal by the association of victims of the repression of the Timisoara
demonstrations, this ruling was set aside on 28 October 1997 by the head prosecutor
of the military prosecutor’s office at the Supreme Court of Justice. On 30 December
1997 the military prosecutor’s office remitted the two generals for trial before the
Military Division of the Supreme Court of Justice on charges of murder and
attempted murder. On 15 July 1999 the Supreme Court of Justice (sitting as a bench
of three judges) sentenced them to fifteen years’ imprisonment and ordered them to
pay, jointly and severally with the Ministry of Defence, compensation to the civil
parties. On 25 February and 27 March 2000 the Supreme Court (a bench of nine
judges) dismissed the appeals lodged by the defendants. On 7 August 2001 the
Prosecutor-General of Romania lodged an application to have the Supreme Court’s
judgments of 15 July 1999 and 25 February 2000 set aside for failure to respect the
rights of the accused and erroneous application of the law. On 22 March 2004 the
combined divisions (seventy-five judges) of the Supreme Court granted the
application to have the judgments set aside. The case was re-entered on the list of the
High Court of Cassation and Justice (as the Supreme Court has been re-named since
2004). Following the dismissal by the Constitutional Court of an objection alleging
unconstitutionality, on 3 April 2007 the High Court (a bench of three judges) ordered
that the accused serve the same sentence as that imposed on 15 July 1999. On 15
October 2008 the High Court (a bench of nine judges) definitively dismissed the
appeals lodged against that judgment. Throughout all of those proceedings,
examination of the case by the courts was adjourned on several occasions.
Complaints, procedure and composition of the Court

Relying on Article 2 (right to life) and Article 6 § 1 (right to a fair hearing within a
reasonable time), the applicants alleged that the investigation had failed to determine
promptly the responsibilities for the death of Ms Grama’s brother and the injuries
inflicted on Mr Sandru and Mr Raducan and on Mrs Benea’s husband. The
proceedings had not been conducted correctly since, given the positions held by the
accused in the new post-1989 regime in Romania, the authorities had been reticent to
investigate the case.

The application was lodged with the European Court of Human Rights on 22 July
2003. In a partial decision on the admissibility on 6 April 2006, the Court held that it



did not have jurisdiction to determine whether the authorities at the relevant time had
“materially” interfered with the right to life of the applicants or their relatives, since
the Convention had not yet entered into force with respect to Romania at the time of
the 1989 events (it entered into force on 20 June 1994).

Circumstances of the case:

July 16, 1992 citizen H, born in 1908, registered the applicant in his apartment
as a permanent resident, in March 1993 he made a will and charged the applicant's
apartment. Instead, the applicant had to take care of the citizen N.

On January 5, 1993 the applicant, then a minor, as a member of his mother's
family, was also registered in the apartment citizen H as a permanent resident. The
applicants moved to the apartment, took care of her maintenance, did certain repair
work.

On August 23, 1994, the Kyiv City State Administration was promised to
provide the applicants with a new apartment in connection with the decision to
demolish the house, the co-owner of which was citizen N. However, this decision was
not implemented.

In 1995 and 1996, the applicant's wife and her two children from previous
affairs, 1988 and 1989, were also registered as permanent residents in the same
apartment. Subsequently, the applicant adopted these children (in 1996) and
divorced his mother (in 1998).

December 18, 1998 gr. H died

After her death, the applicant found that in 1996 and 1998, the gr. H made two
more wills and ordered the same apartment to other people. On 12 March 1999, the
applicant applied to the court for declaring these two wills invalid. The applicant
argued that since 1995, H was in severe stress due to her participation in a court
trial dispute with the co-owner of the house gr. And that led to deterioration of her
mental health and ability to make decisions.



On February 26, 2001, the commission of experts evaluated the mental health
of citizen H and found that in March 1993, December 1995 and October 1998 citizen
N suffered from organic mental disorders with moderately pronounced intellectual-
mnemonic decline and paranoid syndrome. As a result, during these periods, she was
unable to "understand the meaning of their actions and manage them."

On the basis of these conclusions, on April 3, 2001, the prosecutor, acting in
the interests of the state, joined the proceedings of the applicant with the claim of
invalidation of all the wills of citizen H, including the will, made in 1993 in favor of
the applicant.

In the final judicial decision on the case the prosecutor's requirements are
satisfied. On June 8, 2001, the Leningrad District Court of Kyiv satisfied the
prosecutor's request. The appeal complaints of the parties to this decision were
returned as non-compliant with the procedural requirements, and the decision
became legally valid.

On May 28, 2002, the State Tax Inspectorate appealed to the court to sue the
applicants for the invalidation of their registration, as it had no legal basis in view of
the mental disorder of the former owner of the apartment at the time when she
granted the residence permit. Subsequently, the State Tax Inspectorate demanded the
eviction of the applicants, stating that their residence in the apartment prevented the
state authorities from selling the apartment at the highest possible price.

The applicant filed a counterclaim for the recognition of his lawful tenant of
the apartment. He, in particular, argued that he and his mother occupied this
apartment for a considerable period of time in good faith and on legal grounds, bear
the costs of maintenance and repair. In addition, the family did not have any other
housing, and their eviction threatened the education of two minor children who
remained in the applicant's possession after their mother left the family.

The court upheld the decision, which satisfied the requirements of the State Tax
Inspectorate.

In accordance with the judgment, on 5 December 2002 the applicants were
evicted. The applicants claimed that they had to ask different relatives and friends to
grant them asylum and that they had no permanent residence after they had been
evicted. In 2006, the applicant bought a house.

The applicants turned to the ECtHR with a complaint that they violated their
"right to housing” in connection with the invalidation of their registration and
eviction. They referred to Article 8 of the Convention, which provides as follows:

"1. Everyone has the right to respect for his private and family life, to his home
and correspondence.

2. Government bodies shall not interfere in the exercise of this right, except in
cases where interference is in accordance with the law and is necessary in a
democratic society in the interests of national and public security or economic well-



being of the country, in order to prevent disturbances or offenses, | am morally or to
protect the rights and freedoms of others. "

The applicants noted that the apartment citizen H was their only home and they
left it legally for about ten years before they were evicted. In their opinion, the owner
of the apartment did not have mental disorders when granting permission to hire a
dwelling, and the competent state authorities at that time duly registered the hiring
without questioning this fact. In addition, in 1995-1996, when the owner acted in his
own interests during a court dispute and was present at court sessions, the courts
never questioned its capacity.

Task 1
THE CIRCUMSTANCES OF THE CASE

8. The applicant was born in 1943 and lives in Blaubeuren.

9. On 25 October 1995 the Tubingen District Disciplinary Court for Medical
Practitioners (Bezirksberufsgericht fiir Arzte) imposed a fine amounting to 2,000
German marks (“DEM”) upon the applicant, an ophthalmologist, for disregarding the
ban on advertising under the relevant provisions of the Baden-Wirttemberg Rules of
Professional Conduct of the Medical Practitioners’ Council (Berufsordnung der
Landesarztekammer) and the Act on the Councils for the Medical Professions
(Heilberufe-Kammergesetz).

10. In its reasoning, the Disciplinary Court found that the applicant performed
medical operations with a laser technique. In the house where he had his consultation
rooms, his wife ran an “excimer-laser-centre”. In May 1994 the journalist Ms K. of
the newspaper Schwaébische Zeitung had visited the applicant, upon appointment, in
his consultation rooms and discussed his new laser operation technique. Moreover, a
photograph was taken of the applicant at his place of work. On 26 September 1994,
there had appeared in the said newspaper an article signed by Ms K. and entitled
“Cornea under fire — laser restores full vision. In Blaubeuren, the ‘photorefractive



keratotomy’ has been applied since three years — operation risks are low - expenses
are partly reimbursed by the insurances” (“Die

Hornhaut unter Beschuss — Laser gibt dem Auge die volle Sehkraft zurlck. In
Blaubeuren wird seit drei Jahren die ‘Photorefraktive Keratektomie’ angewandt —
Operationsrisiken sind gering — Kosten werden teilweise von den Kassen
iibernommen.”). In the article, it had been inter alia stated that, according to his
indications, the applicant had treated more than 400 patients having defective vision
with a laser technique and that in no case had any subsequent corrective measures
been necessary and that accordingly he had a success rate of 100%. The article had
also reported the applicant’s statement that the long-term success of an operation
depended upon the experience of the medical practitioner and on the selection of the
patients. The article had been illustrated by a photograph of 12x19 cm in size which
showed the applicant at his computer pointing to the monitor. It had the caption: “On
the occasion of the ‘mapping’ Dr Miro Stambuk sees on the monitor of his computer
whether or not the patient can be treated with the laser technique” (“Beim ‘mapping’
sieht Dr. Miro Stambuk auf dem Monitor seines Computers, ob ein Patient mit dem
Laser behandelt warden kann.”).

11. The Disciplinary Court considered that the applicant had thereby disregarded
sections 25(2) and 27 of the Rules of Professional Conduct of the Medical
Practitioners’ Council (see below, Relevant domestic law, paragraph 20). Thus,
according to section 25(2), a medical practitioner should not allow for picture-stories
to be published in respect of his professional activities which had an advertising
character, indicated the name and showed a photograph. According to section 27, the
cooperation of a medical practitioner in informative publications in the press was
only permissible if these publications were limited to objective information and if the
person and the activities of the practitioner were not presented in the form of an
advertisement. In press interviews, the medical practitioner was held to “responsible
objectivity” (“verantwortungsbewusste Objektivitit”).

12. According to the Court, the applicant had disregarded these rules in that he had,
in the interview, stressed having treated more than 400 patients and had had a success
rate of 100%. He had thereby mainly aimed at giving prominence to his own person.
This was confirmed by his remark about his professional experience. Likewise, the
large photograph, showing the applicant in his medical coat posing as lecturer in front
of his computer, went beyond the permissible limits of objective information, as,
together with the self-praise found in the text, the message was conveyed that the
applicant was a particularly experienced medical practitioner. The applicant should
have negotiated with the reporter the objective character of the publication and the
size of the photograph in order to comply with the ban

on advertising.



13. On 15 June 1996 the Stuttgart Disciplinary Appeals Court for Medical
Practitioners (Landesberufsgericht) dismissed the applicant’s appeal. The Appeals
Court confirmed the facts established by the District Court and its legal reasoning.

14. The Appeals Court considered in particular that in order to give effect to the ban
on advertisement as laid down in section 25(1) of the Rules of Professional Conduct,
cooperation with the press had to be prohibited to the extent that publications had an
advertising character (section 25(2)). No less restrictive measure was available. The
wording of a publication could disguise its advertising character and thus be a means
to circumvent the ban on prohibition.

15. Having regard to the circumstances of the interview and the presentation of the
article, the Appeals Court further considered that the applicant had not only tolerated
that an article was published which would go beyond objective information on a
particular operation technique, but had deliberately acted so as to give prominence to
his own person. The Appeals Court also stated that, having regard to the interests of
his colleagues, the ban on advertising outweighed the applicant’s freedom to exercise
his profession.

16. On 7 May 1997 the Federal Constitutional Court refused to admit his
constitutional complaint. The decision was served on 22 May 1997.

Question

Which decision should be taken by the court about the violation of Article 10?

Task 2

THE CIRCUMSTANCES OF THE CASE 9. On 6 November 1991 Tageblatt, a
Luxembourg daily newspaper published in German, printed an article by journalist
Josy Braun on various reafforestation techniques that had been used after the storms
in early 1990 that devastated part of the Luxembourg woodlands. The article
appeared under the title “Wiederaufforstung ... das ganze noch einmal”
(“Reafforestation ... all over again”) and included the following:

“The cynicism really knows no limits, since it should not be forgotten that these forest
gardeners cut down trees, buy, plant, ‘treat’ with public funds, to the tune of millions
of francs. (Ministers, lend an ear!) What does all this hide? Of course, there will be a
full denial by all concerned, but the conclusion to be drawn after various discussions
with people in the industry should be this: It is better to replant two or three times
with plants from a seller who gives a generous percentage than once with plants from
a firm that has the nerve to refuse to pay bribes. (Comment from someone familiar
with the system: ‘I know of only one person who is incorruptible.” He gave the name
of the forest warden from ‘Bambésch’.)

‘Naturally’, it’s a case of the tabloid press yet again publishing ‘unsubstantiated
monstrosities’; ‘naturally’, there is no truth in any of it, but the owners of the
woodlands, whether the State, municipalities or private individuals, should be aware
of one thing: they are the ones who must pay for the repeated reafforestation of



dubious benefit; and they the ones who should demand that the political authorities
remove the dung from Augeas’s Stables, instead of continually trying, with mixed
success, to muzzle those who have the nerve to put the public interest before the
private interests of a few ‘fleas in the scrotum of the Welfare State’ (dixit
Degenhard).”

10. The applicant was at the time a journalist on a national radio station, RTL 92.5,
for whom he presented a weekly programme in Letzeburgesch entitled
“Oekomagazin” dealing with nature and the environment. He had raised the subject
of the problems connected with reafforestation after the 1990 storms on a number of
occasions on the programme and had alluded, along with other Luxembourg
publications, to a breakdown in the system. 11. The applicant had chosen
reafforestation as the subject matter for his “Oekomagazin” programme of 6
November 1991. He began the programme with an introduction in which he reminded
listeners that he had spoken the previous week about “the temptation for Forestry
Commission people to take advantage when an opportunity present[ed] itself” and
had referred to “a series of telephone calls from people all over the country who [had]
interesting tales to tell”. He went on to say “in any event, one thing is clear: the
woodland management chapter is much thornier than people might think”. He also
reported, indicating that he was giving an example, that a person who had had work
done in woodland he owned by a private contractor “no longer knew which way to
turn” after receiving a bill for the work from the Forestry Commission responsible for
the sector rather than the private contractor. After that introduction, he quoted certain
passages from the aforementioned article, which he said was “strongly worded”. He
said, inter alia:

“But there is money to be made at the sawmill as well as in wood. The same applies
to the plantations, because they can be counted in millions. In a two-page article in
today’s edition of Tageblatt, Josy Braun does not mince his words in denouncing
various plantation practices used by the Water and Forestry Commission and he
makes no concessions. The journalist writes, and I quote: ‘One already requires a
certain dose of cynicism not to forget that these gardeners of the forest do not clear
out, buy, plant, and (in inverted commas) treat the publicly owned woodlands with
their own money, but with public funds to the tune of millions.” Josy Braun then
provides the proof (fazit) of the proposition: ‘It is better to replant two or three times
with plants from a seller who pays a percentage than once with plants from a firm
that has the nerve to refuse to pay a percentage.” The Tageblatt journalist then cites
an authoritative source from the industry who is quoted as saying: ‘I know of only
one person who is incorruptible.” The name of the forest warden from Baumbusch is
given in that connection. ‘The owners of our forests, whether the State, municipalities
or private individuals should be aware of one fact: they are the ones who must pay
for umpteen questionable reafforestation projects’, to quote again from the Tageblatt



journalist, ‘It is they who ought to demand that the political authorities clean out
Augeas’s Stables

once and for all’...”

12. The applicant explained that with that “strongly worded” article, Josy Braun had
implicitly referred to the provision in the Criminal Code relating to intermeddling,
which prohibits civil servants working for the State or the municipalities to use their
official status to derive personal gain. He added that people working for the Water
and Forestry Commission “have a reasonable salary and can under no circumstances
claim a hand-out and get rich at the expense of public-owned woodlands or of private
owners, buyers of wood or tree nurseries”. 13. He then proceeded with the theme of
the programme and put questions to W., a Water and Forestry Commission engineer,
before asking R., a private woodlands owner:

“In a strongly worded article by journalist Josy Braun this morning, it is said: ‘It is
better to replant two or three times with plants from a seller who is generous with
bribes than once with plants from a firm that has the nerve to refuse to pay bribes.’
Mr R., what do you think of that strongly worded phrase. You also work a little in this
branch: what is your experience in this sphere? Is what Josy Braun says true?”

14. After R. had expressed his opinion on that point, the applicant questioned him
further on the subject of the importation of plants, a matter he had previously raised
with W., the engineer. He asked R. the following questions:

“And what is your opinion on the delivery of plants from abroad, possibly through
Luxembourg traders? Is it possible that the plants, which come from Hungary or
Spain, for example, are delivered without being checked?”

15. After R.’s reply, the applicant ended his programme with a long debate on the
theme of public tenders. 16. In a press release on 19 November 1991, the Association
of Luxembourg Foresters announced its intention to lodge a complaint for defamation
against the applicant. However, it did not do so. 17. Between November 1991 and
February 1992 fifty-four forest wardens and nine forestry engineers brought civil
actions in damages against the applicant alleging that he had damaged their
reputation. They each claimed 1,000,000 Luxembourg francs (LUF) in compensation
complaining that he had quoted accusations from the article published in the 6
November 1991 edition of Tageblatt without in any way toning them down,
correcting them or commenting on them “the slightest bit critically”, and that he had
passed them off as his own. He had thus suggested publicly that all forestry wardens
in Luxembourg (of whom therewere eighty at the time) and all Luxembourg forestry
engineers were, with only one exception, corruptible and corrupt. In their writs, they
quoted from a Luxembourg judgment of 1989, in which it was held as follows:

“By establishing freedom of the press, the Constitution does not impose any
restriction on the fundamental principle contained in Articles 1382 and 1383 of the
Civil Code. Freedom of the press is not unlimited and ends where it infringes the
legitimate rights and interests of others. Journalists do not enjoy any immunity



exempting them from their obligation to exercise care towards all individuals and
even the State and its institutions, and any breach, albeit slight, of that obligation is
unlawful under the aforementioned Articles of the Civil Code which oblige anyone
who, through his wrongdoing, or negligent act or omission causes damage to
another, to make reparation. Journalists may be held severally liable for any breach
of their obligation to be truthful and objective” (judgment no. 9.637 of 13 November
1989, Cepal v. Bever).

18. The sixty-three statements of claim were couched in more or less identical terms.
19. The applicant requested that the various actions against him be joined and
declared inadmissible on the ground that he had merely quoted statements made by a
clearly identified person. He offered to adduce witness evidence to show that his
investigations revealed numerous offences in the sphere concerned. He also lodged a
counterclaim against each of the claimants for payment of LUF 25,000 as an
allowance for preparing the case for trial and LUF 100,000 for abuse of process and
vexatious proceedings; he also claimed costs and expenses.

20. The Luxembourg District Court examined the sixty-three cases at a single hearing
and handed down sixty-three almost identical judgments on 14 July 1993. It awarded
each of the claimants one franc in nominal damages, dismissed the counterclaims and
ordered the applicant to pay the costs and expenses.

21. After examining the text of the aforementioned passage from the Tageblatt article
and the aforementioned quotations from the transcript of the applicant’s radio
programme, the District Court held, inter alia:

“The journalist, Thoma, seized upon the article by Josy Braun and, in particular, the
impugned passage, to persuade the public that the legislation in force was not being
complied with and to adopt Josy Braun’s ‘fazit’ conclusion. This Court considers that
the use of the words ‘Forstleit, Forstverwaltung’ to restrict the circle of people
concerned by the programme, the use of Braun’s conclusion to support the
assertions, citing a person who was supposedly familiar with that circle (Berufener
Stemm aus dem Milieu), the assertion that that person knew only one person — from
that background — who was incorruptible, meant that those against whom the
accusation was made are sufficiently identifiable.

In view of his position (as a Forestry Commission employee), the claimant has
sufficiently established in law that Thoma’s remarks were directed against him. This
Court must analyse whether by so acting the defendant has committed an act that
falls to be dealt with under the provisions of Articles 1382 and 1383 of the Civil
Code. It is true that the press has the right, and even the duty, to criticise abuses that
come to light in public life (CSJ 23 March 1912 P.8, p. 346). It is incumbent on
professional journalists to publish breaking news, news items and, generally,
anything which seems to them to present an interest as soon as they can (Luxembourg
District Court, 14 February 1990, no. 100/90). The press must preserve its right to
criticise the social activity of individuals, that is to say all those whose dealings



directly concern the community. The press is entitled to say what it thinks about their
activities, provided that it does not attack their reputation and provided that it acts in
good faith (Luxembourg District Court, 27 October 1986, Feuille de liaison de la
conférence St Yves no. 69, p. 43). Marc Thoma was, accordingly, perfectly entitled to
investigate the problems posed by the reafforestation of our woodlands after the
storms and to denounce and to criticise practices which he considered to be
inconsistent with the laws and regulations. Indeed, through a series of articles in the
press, the Luxembourg journalists have not missed the opportunity of drawing the
attention of the public and the public authorities to matters which they believe it was
their duty to criticise. While it is true that absolute objectivity cannot be required of
journalists, in view of their relatively unreliable means of investigation, they
nonetheless have an obligation to act on information that has been verified to the
extent the means available to them reasonably permit. The law requires journalists to
act in good faith and does not seek to give immunity to persons who through spite,
malice or foolishness seek by publication to discredit others. A mala fide intention
may appear when a journalist had reasons to doubt the truth of the facts or his ability
to produce evidence establishing them (Civ. Bruxelles, 29 June 1987 J.T. 1987). In
the instant case, it was for Thoma to prove that he had obtained sufficient evidence to
enable him to adopt Braun’s allegations and to assert that the claimant had been
guilty of corruption in connection with the reafforestation of the woodlands.”

22. After rejecting an offer by the applicant to adduce evidence as being too vague,
the District Court concluded:

“Marc Thoma has, accordingly, not established that he has sufficient evidence to
show that the claimant was guilty of corruption in connection with the reafforestation
of the woodlands. It is not for this Court to order or complete investigative measures
of its own motion in order to assist the journalist to carry out ex post facto the
investigations and research which he should have performed before publishing the
impugned article.

By giving the impression without evidence and without qualification that all the
Water and Forestry Commission officials concerned by the reafforestation work
were, with but one exception, corruptible, Thoma has overstepped the boundaries of
his right to impart bona fide information and has, accordingly, committed a tort.”

23. The applicant appealed against all sixty-three judgments. In his appeal
submissions, he requested the joinder of the fifty-four cases brought by the forestry
wardens and the nine actions brought by the forestry engineers. His opponents
contested that request. The applicant did not renew the offer to adduce evidence
which he had made at first instance.

24. The Court of Appeal of the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg (Seventh Division)
gave its decision in almost identical judgments delivered on 30 January 1996. It
acceded to the applicant’s request for joinder and upheld the impugned judgments. In
support of its decision to award each of the claimants nominal damages of one franc,



the Court of Appeal added the following grounds to those that had been relied on by
the District Court:

“By attributing the phrases ‘Ich kenne nur einen der unbestechlich ist. Sie nannte den
Namen des Baumbusch-Férsters’™ not to a particular individual, but to a ‘berufene
Stimme aus dem Milieu’, that is to a person in the know, someone from the
background who is aware of confidential matters and can be relied upon not to
provide false information, the text of Braun’s article quoted by the appellant suggests
to the public and leads it to believe that, apart from the forest warden responsible for
Baumbusch there was not one other Water and Forestry Commission official,
whether ordinary forest wardens or even members of its management, who was
incorruptible. It follows that, contrary to the appellant’s assertion, the text quoted by
him qualifies as corruptible ‘a defined group of identified people’, since he suggests
that all Water and Forestry Commission officials are in that position and together
they constitute a defined group of identified persons. It follows from the foregoing
that the claimants at first instance and respondents to this appeal — on whom the
burden of proving the merits of their claims lies — have, in view of their position (as
Forestry Commission staff), established that Josy Braun'’s text quoted by the
applicant was directed at them. Further, the applicant fails in his attempts to deny
liability by arguing that his remarks are no more than a quotation from the impugned
article by Josy Braun. A journalist cannot escape liability by arguing that the
impugned article which he has published is merely a reproduction of one already
published by someone else since, by choosing to reproduce the article, he
appropriates the allegation contained in the reproduced text and thus incurs personal
liability That is the position and a journalist who merely quotes from an article that
has already appeared will only escape liability if he formally distances himself from
the article and its content and if in terms of newsworthiness an interest exists in
communicating the content of the article that has already been published. In the
instant case it is quite clear that in repeating in the ‘Oekomagazin’ programme of 6
November 1991 in Letzeburgesch the impugned passage from Josy Braun s article in
that day’s edition of Tageblatt, the appellant did not distance himself from the quoted
text and, in particular, the aforementioned allegation which it contains. It follows
that even supposing that the appellant had merely quoted the impugned passage from
Josy Braun’s article, that quotation nonetheless rendered him liable. Finally, the
Court of Appeal holds below that the appellant has failed to establish the merits of
the allegation of corruption contained in the impugned passage in Josy Braun’s
article which he quoted from without formally distancing himself from it. Under these
circumstances, that allegation establishes by itself that when in the 6 November 1991
edition of ‘Oekomagazin’ the appellant repeated the passage from Braun’s article
containing that allegation unreservedly, there was, contrary to what he asserts, no
‘lack of malice’ on his part ... It follows that by leading public opinion to believe
without evidence that the entire staff of the Water and Forestry Commission from



forest wardens to the director were corruptible, the only honest employee being the
forest warden from Baumbusch, the appellant has not complied with his obligation to
impart bona fide information and has consequently committed a tort rendering him
liable under Articles 1382 and 1383 of the Civil Code ...”

25. The applicant appealed to the Court of Cassation, which dismissed his appeals in
two judgments of 20 March 1997. The Court of Cassation said, inter alia, that
Articles 1382 and 1383 of the Civil Code established a system of reparation and that,
subject to the last sentence of Article 24 of the Constitution and of section 16(2) of
the Law of 20 July 1869 on the Press, the scope of those Articles in press cases was
unlimited since, as in every other sphere, the courts would take account of the special
nature of the activity of journalists in deciding whether a tort had been committed. It
added that the courts below had justified their decision in law for finding a tort.
